The Cougars fell to the Brandeis University Judges 69-48 in a non-
conference game last Tuesday...Senior Tim Dutille had a team-high 17
points and nine rebounds...Sophomore Dominique Beck chipped in
15 points, five rebounds and three assists for the Cougars....Clark
cruised past Fitchburg State College on Thursday, 83-50...Dutille
paced all scorers with 15 points and in the process became the 23rd
player in Clark history to reach the 1,000 point milestone. In addition,
Dutille grabbed 13 rebounds to finish with a double-double...Beck
drained all five of his first half field goal attempts and finished the
game with 14 points... He recorded a double-double grabbing 10
rebounds...Fitchburg State held an 18-15 advantage midway through
the first half before the Cougars embarked on an impressive 26-0
run...Senior Cory Szklarz chipped in 14 points while sophomore Pat
Landers added 11 points...Clark fell to 4-3 overall after a 99-76 loss
against Tufts University on Saturday afternoon...Clark had four
players score in double figures led by 12 points apiece from Szklarz
and Beck, who added eight rebounds to his game..Landers chipped in
11 points and sophomore Pat Ochoa had 10 points...Senior captain Tim
Dutille finished with seven points and a game-high nine
rebounds...Clark is back in action when they travel to North Carolina
to face Division I Davidson College on Wednesday, December 21at
7:00 pm.

LAST WEEK
The Cougars won their seventh straight game on Tuesday night with
a 59-43 win over Amherst College...Senior captain Andr ea Comen led
all scorers with 19 points while grabbing four rebounds...The Cougars
built a 10-point lead, 34-24 heading into the locker room on 14-for-28
shooting from the floor and a perfect 3-for-3 from behind the arc...
Amherst cut the lead to 38-35 with 14:00 minutes to play in the
game...Clark answered with an 8-1 run to take a 10-point lead with just
under seven minutes to play. ..The Jeffs came within seven points
with four minutes to play and the Cougars answered again with
another run to push the lead to 13 points and an eventual 16-point
victory...Junior captain Ashley Auclair  added 12 points and a team-
high seven rebounds for Clark while senior captain Carolyn Towle
had seven points on 3-for-5 shooting and 1-for-4 from the line... She
grabbed a team-high seven rebounds....Clark won its eighth straight
with a 77-69 win over Trinity College in non-conference action on
Saturday...Clark started the game with a 15-2 run over a three minute
span to take a 13-point lead...The Cougars pushed their lead to 18
with just over eight minutes to play in the first half but Trinity
answered with a run of its own outscoring Clark 29-9 the rest of the
half to take a 43-41 lead at the break...Trinity took a 50-43 lead early in
the second half and led by five points with 12 minutes to play but
Clark went on a 17-3 run over the next six-minutes to take a nine-point
lead and led the rest of the game...The Cougars, who led by as many
as 13 points with just under five minutes to play, finished the first
semester with an eight point victory and a perfect 8-0 record...Auclair
led Clark with 22 points and became the 14th women’s basketball
player at Clark to score over 1,000 career points. ..Auclair, who had 14
first-half points, grabbed a game-high 14 rebounds to record her fifth
double-double of the year...Comen had another solid game for the
Cougars, pouring in 18 points on 8-for-16 shooting and 2-for-3 from
the line...She grabbed five rebounds and dished out six
assists...Junior Jess Lamothe chipped in seven points and eight
rebounds for Clark.
