The Cougars finished the regular season with a tough 7-1 loss to
conference power Wheaton College...Junior Amy Wilson tied the
game late in the first half but Wheaton took a 2-1 lead with a goal in
the 40th minute in the game...The Lyons were running on all cylin-
ders racking up five goals in the second half en route to their seventh
straight regular season conference title...The Cougars, who finished
third in the conference, defeated Wellesley College 1-0 in the first
round of the NEWMAC tournament on Saturday...In an evenly
played game sophomore Amanda Ramos played a ball towards the
goal that sophomore Liz Adamcik touched by the goalie to give the
Cougars the victory with just two minutes left in the game...Junior
