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2006 Men’s NEWMAC Championship

The men’s team
posted a 7-5 dual
meet record after a
2-9 campaign in
2003-04 and 1-9 in
2004-05.  The 259
points at
NEWMAC
Championships was
up from 165 in
2005 and 173 in
2004.

The team concluded the season at the 2006 NEWMAC
Championships February 24-26 at Wheaton College's Balfour
Natatorium in Norton, MA.  The Cougars, featuring two seniors, one
sophomore and twelve first-years finished 6th, Clark's best showing
since 2002.  The Cougars tallied 259 points, most since 2002 and 94
more than in 2005 when they scored 165.  Twelve swimmers posted a
total of 34 season-best and 32 career-best times, while Clark's two
divers put up career best scores on both boards.  First-year Drew
Jackson (Chestertown, MD) led the team with a 3rd place finish in the
200 back (2:00.42), the highest individual place for a Clark swimmer
since 2002, while also placing 11th in the 500 free (4:53.21), and 13th
in the 200 free (1:47.22).  First-year Sal Pezzella (South Windsor, CT)
finished 5th in both 1-meter (350.95), and 3-meter (363.10) diving
events, while sophomore Dave Critchlow (Northborough, MA) finished
9th in the 100 back, breaking the school record with a time of 56.38.
Critchlow also finished 15th in the 50 free (22.84), and 16th in the 100
free (49.95).  First-year Tim O'Keefe (Lee, NH) finished 13th in the
400 IM (4:35.77) and 15th in the 1650 free (18:02.77), while senior
co-captain Jesse Bausell (Towson, MD) placed 16th in the 400 IM
(4:37.31) and 16th in the 1650 (18:05.45).  Senior co-captain Mike
Viotti (Wilmington, DE) finished 12th in the 200 fly (2:18.78) and
first-year Brian Walsh (Wenham, MA) placed 14th in the 100 back
(59.60).  First-year diver Dave Carnevale (Boxford, MA) finished 12th
in the 1-meter event (225.90) and 11th in the 3-meter event (215.75).
The Cougars posted several outstanding relay results, including a 6th
place finish in the 800 free relay with Walsh, Mike Smith '09 (Milford,
CT), Critchlow, and Jackson putting up the third-fastest time ever for
Clark (7:26.48).

2006 Women’s NEWMAC Championship

The women's team posted a
7-6 dual meet record after
consecutive 2-9 campaigns
and the 125 points at
NEWMAC Championships
was up from 86 in 2005 and
72 in 2004.

The team concluded
the season at the 2006
NEWMAC Championships
February 17-19 at MIT's
Zesiger Athletic Center Pool
in Cambridge, MA.  The
team finished 10th scoring 125 points, nearly 40 more than their 2005 total of
86.  Cougar swimmers recorded 55 season-best and 53 career best times, while
three divers added six career-high scores.  Clark first-years Jessica Cullen
(Milford, CT), and Kayleigh Lagasse (Pawtucket, RI) led the team with 17 and
16 individual points scored respectively.  Cullen earned the Cougars' highest
individual finish, 7th in the 100 back (1:04.92) and also placed 12th in the 200
back (2:20.27).  Lagasse became the first Cougar swimmer since 2003 to score
points in three individual events, placing 13th in the 500 free (5:28.35), 14th in
the 100 fly (1:03.06), and 9th in the 200 fly (2:18.49, just .55 off the school
record).  Sophomore Caitlin Hanson (Reading, MA) finished 13th in the 100
back (1:07.07), and 15th in the 200 back (2:24.85), while classmate Dominique

Wilkins (Indianapolis,
IN) finished 10th in the
100 breast (1:13.80) and
first-year Lauren Gesner
(Kensington, CA) finished
16th in the 1-meter diving
event (294.40).  Junior
Jessica Clements
(Cambridge, MA) had an

outstanding meet for the Cougars, dropping 13 seconds in the 500 free, and over
a minute in the 1650 yard freestyle.  In the 3-meter diving event, Jess Baker
(Queensbury, NY) scored 283.15 points while Gesner finished with 274.20,
both registering on Clark's all-time top-five list.  Baker's 284 points in the 1-
meter event also placed her on Clark's all-time list.  The Cougars had several
outstanding performances in relay events highlighted by the 400 yard medley
team of Cullen, Wilkins, Lagasse, and first-year Lindsey Stone (Avon, CT),
finishing 9th in 4:17.88, the second-fastest for Clark all-time.  Cullen led off in
1:04.10, good for third on the all-time list for the 100 back.
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Second Semester Women’s Swimming & Diving Wrap-up
After finishing the first semester at 5-2, their
best start since 2002, the women returned to
campus on January 1st, before traveling to
Anaheim, CA for a nine-day training trip from
Jan. 3-11.  The Cougars resumed competition
on January 14th at UMASS Dartmouth, losing
to the Corsairs 163-133 before dropping the
next four dual meets to Brandeis (134-103),
Connecticut College (210-83), Wesleyan (222-
76), and Colby-Sawyer (153-145).  The
Cougars rallied to finish 2nd at the annual
Worcester City Meet with WPI and Holy Cross,
and first-year Jess Baker (Queensbury, NY) was named the Beth
Ferraro women's diver-of-the-meet.  The Cougars beat WPI in the
home finale 132-108, and closed the dual meet season with a
convincing 160-139 win on the road at Roger Williams.

Women’s Academic Honors
Four team members were named to the 2005-06 NEWMAC Academic
All-Conference Team: Kara Bochicchio '08 (Sherborn, MA),
Mackenzie Kamm '07 (Bellaire, TX), Samantha Meyer '08
(Strongsville, OH), and co-captain Sara Stephenson '06 (Lusby, MD).
Collectively the team
posted a 3.10 GPA
earning the College
Swimming Coaches
Association Academic
All-America award.

Second Semester Men’s Swimming & Diving Wrap-up
After finishing the first semester at 5-1,
their best start since 2002, the men
returned to campus on January 1st, before
traveling to Anaheim, CA for a nine-day
training trip from Jan. 3-11.  They resumed
competition on January 14th at UMASS
Dartmouth, beating the Corsairs for the
first time in three years 151-136.  That
same week, the Cougars dropped a 126-
107 decision against Brandeis, before
picking up a win against Colby-Sawyer
(163-127) and falling to Connecticut

College (171-114) and Wesleyan (190-98) in a triple dual-meet.  At
the annual Worcester City Meet, Clark finished third behind WPI
and Holy Cross with first-year diver Sal Pezzella earning the Whit
Griffith men's diver-of-the-meet award, and first-year swimmer
Drew Jackson winning three individual events.  After dropping the
home finale 137-92 to WPI, Clark closed the dual meet season with
a 148-142 victory at Roger Williams.

Men’s Academic Honors
Senior co-captain Jesse Bausell was named to the 2005-06
NEWMAC Academic All-Conference Team.  Collectively the team
posted a 3.09 GPA earning the College Swimming Coaches
Association Academic All-America award for the sixth consecutive
semester.
